Difference between pre-commercial 
thinning and thinning

Average breast hight diameter 8cm.

Almost no rules to pre-commercial thinning

Thinning requires harvesting permission and there are certain 
rules in regard of how much can be thinned.





Importance of pre-commercial 
thinning and thinning

Pre-commercial thinning is for setting the future composition 
of species and allowing best growing conditions for the trees.

Thinning is done to use trees that have fallen behind in 
growth, have bad stem quality and to remove too big trees. 

The thinnings on state forest were done on 35% larger area 
than final fellings in 2018.
In private forests it was done on 47% smaller area than
final fellings.
